In general,
substrates must be free of dust, oil and grease,
free from any moisture rising, with no loose,
flaky or imperfectly anchored parts such as
residues of cement, lime, paint coatings and
adhesives, which must be completely removed.
The substrate must be stable, non-deformable,
without cracks and have already completed the
curing period of hygrometric shrinkage.

In particular, substrates must be treated with a
suitable primer as shown in the table below:

— Preparation

Pour 3.5 — 4.2 1 of clean water into a clean
container; then pour in a bag of Levelflex
External, while shaking.

- Application
Levelflex External is generally applied with a
flooring trowel. Application with a mechanical
pump enables homogeneous correcting in a very
short time on large continuous surfaces. The use
of a spike roller or aeration roller can be used
to further improve the surface finish of Levelflex
External by removing entrapped air from the
mixture.

— Cleaning

Residual traces of Levelflex External can be
removed from tools using water before the
product hardens.

Special notes

- Joints: perimeter expansion must be allowed for
in the application of self levelling compounds.
Perimiter expansion edging strip must be
installed along the whole perimeter of the room,
on the walls and on any other vertical elements
protruding from the substrate. All movement or

expansion joints located in the substrate must be

— Overlaying: if an additional application of
